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Significant Outcomes and Participation
Perhaps the most significant outcomes of this experience are the participation, collaboration, sharing and creativity demonstrated by the exceptional Region III Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators, their supporting public health departments and agencies, and other collaborating community and professional agencies.  These professionals at the local level of emergency response to a public health incident are keenly aware that disasters know no boundaries and neither do the solutions.

Collaborating Agencies 
Several Region III Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators have taken the opportunity to include information on their county web site pages about other collaborating agencies in their county.  Until www.norcalbt.com goes live in mid-September, it is possible to view each county’s information posted on http://test.norcalbt.com.  Simply access their site directory from the top navigation bar heading entitled Site Directory.

 

Web Site Design
The NorCalBT.com design called for dividing the web site into three main sections.

The first section, the Common Section/Public Section, is designed to contain information anyone visiting the site may access.  The areas within the section include the following types of information: preparedness, Homeland Security alerts, reporting guidelines, links to county-specific areas within the site, as well as links to information outside of the web site.

The second section, the County-Specific Public Section, is created to provide easy access by the public to county-specific Bioterrorism / Disaster Preparedness Information and is supported by county public health bioterrorism programs within Region III.  To meet the deadline of August 31, 2004, all 13 Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators within Region III had to work together to develop their portion of the Bioterrorism / Disaster Web Site. 

The third section, the Controlled Access Area Section, is designed as a secure section of the web site that only Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators and authorized public health professionals can utilize.  The Controlled Access Area requires a secure login and allows participants to create calendar events and post public health updates and/or press releases that may be viewed in the Controlled Access Area and/ or in the Public Section.  

Other features within the Controlled Access Area provide screens for adding contacts, links and library items to the database that can be viewed by the public and/or persons who have access to the Controlled Access Area.


Each county has their own Forum and there is also a Regional Forum Area for bioterrorism information to be posted and discussed.  The Forum portion of the Controlled Access Area is not viewable by the public.

The web development team at Visual Imagry, Inc., is responsible for its design and valuable concepts. Dee Beaugez, MA, President of Visual Imagry, Inc., coordinated the project for their company and developed and designed the Common/Public Section and the County Sections.  

Donald Beaugez, Chief Executive Officer and Product Architect for Visual Imagry, Inc., is tasked with designing and developing the Secure Section of the NorCalBT.com Web Site.
 

Gathering Information from the Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators 
To determine what specific types of information the coordinators wanted to be included in their county-specific web sites, they were asked to answer 14 questions. As of June 2004, 100% of the Bioterrorism / Disaster Coordinators within Region III returned the completed questionnaires.


 Emergency Response Regions Within California


The Governor’s Office of Emergency Services has divided California into areas for coordinating their emergency response efforts.  The three main regions are the Inland, Coastal and Southern Regions.  The Mutual Aid and Administrative portions are then divided into six Regions. There are 13 counties that make up NorCalBT Region III (reference Table 1).  There is a total population of 747,650 people who reside within 34,357 square miles of Region III.
